Ezekiel 37:1-3 

 Intimacy of the "Lord took hold of me"; How 
cool is it to know that the Lord has got a hold of 
you. 

 Dry bones?  Why would God take me here? 
 How do bones become dry? 
 Ezekiel knows who he is talking to "Only you 

know…" 

 
Ezekiel 37:4-10 

 What Ezekiel is asked to do goes against all  
human logic, yet it’s not beyond God. 

 
Genesis 3:7-11 

 Who told you that you were naked? 
 they were never actually told they were naked; 

they were lied to (the lie was that it is OK to 
disobey God) 

 believed lies turn into shame (bones) 

 
Ezekiel 37:11-14 

 I will put my Spirit in you and you will live again 
(the only cure is an encounter with the Spirit) 

 this is how the others will know (your restored 
lives will be a testimony to God's Glory) 

 
Take Away: 

1.   Wasted lives happen because of lies we 
believe. 
2.   Ask for an encounter with the Spirit until you 
get it.
