TAMING THE DRAGON: PART 2
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Review from last Sunday: Revelation 12 gives us a vision
which helps us re-imagine Christmas.

When we look at Christmas with Revelation glasses on:
e we see the dragon (satan) cannot get the child (Jesus)
because satan has no access to heaven.
e we see the dragon cannot harm the community of
faith (the woman).
e we see the dragon (satan) "declare war on the rest of
her” (the woman's) children.

¢ the word of their testimony
¢ they did not love their lives so much they were afraid

Two ways the individual Christian defeats the dragon:

A) "word of their testimony" (truth saturated
environments)

since his only weapon is to lie)

e Christians don't get "bucket lists" because the best

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Two ways following the dragon's example could actually
help you be a better Christian:

1. The dragon thinks the church is really r e airhpbryant
(12:13-16) ( Does you give the chd
does?)
e dragon attacks the church before he attacks the
individual

2. When the dragon realizes life is short he ups the
intensity of his mission (12:12)( How i nt ense
mi ssion?)
e what you do when you realize ‘the time is short’, is a
bit of a litmus test for where you are as a disciple.
